How to pass this test?

In order to pass this test, you need to reduce the DOM size.

First, you need to identify the causes of an excessive number of DOM nodes. They can be: poorly coded plugins or
themes, DOM nodes created dynamically via JavaScript, page builders that generate bloated HTML, copy-paste
text into a WYSIWYG editor, hidden elements via CSS, etc.
